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� Desegregation of public schools will be slow for the next decades. In Washington, DC—desegregation of public facilities (parks, libraries, restaurants), but not public schools. 


� Eisenhower indirectly against Joseph McCarthy: Against “book burners”


� Eisenhower indirectly against Joseph McCarthy: Right to meet “accuser face to face”


� Eisenhower indirectly against Joseph McCarthy: On “demagogues thirsty for personal power and public notice”


� Purpose: evacuation in the event of nuclear war


� SCLC = Southern Christian Leadership Conference, an organization of ministers across the South


� AR National Guard blocks black students; mob (“Lynch her!”). Eisenhower “reluctantly” sends in 1,000 paratroopers. VA, AK governors close schools. It will take years to stop.


� April-May – Nixon’s tour in South America - anti-US demonstrations in Peru and Venezuela. August – Red China renews bombardment of Quemoy and Matsu. October – cease-fire, both sides.


� US commitment to manned moon landing - US: Alan Shepherd, suborbital flight; John Glenn orbits.


� Congress of Racial Equality est. 1942


� To deal with the violence against the freedom riders, ban on segregated terminals for interstate carriers


� Authors in 1962: Michael Harrington, The Other America; Rachel Carson, Silent Spring. Authors in 1963: James Baldwin, The Fire Next Time; Betty Friedan, The Feminine Mystique.


� “Letter from Birmingham City Jail” written by Martin Luther King


� Televised interview Sept 02 with President Kennedy; refers to the Vietnamese conflict as “their war.”


� Mississippi voter registration attempts; white mobs; firebombing; KKK/police murder civil rights workers James Chaney, Andrew Goldman, Michael Schwerner (last 2 from North and white).


� Equal Employment Opportunities Commission est.; Title VII – race, creed, sex, and national origin. – Opposed by candidate Barry Goldwater – a more complex individual than this one issue.


� Disturbances in Harlem, Rochester (NY); Philadelphia (PA), Paterson (NJ)


� Job Corps, Neighborhood Youth Corps, VISTA (Volunteers in Service to America); food stamps, Head Start.


� College was a way to avoid going to fight in Vietnam—and not everyone went to college.


� Poll tax banned


� Watts lasts from 8/11 to 8/16. Later riots include 1966-07 Chicago (IL); 1967-07 Newark (NJ), Detroit (MI).  Black power events include new militancy of Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee (SNCC); rise of Black Muslim leader Malcolm X, later assassinated by that group (1965); Black Panthers in CA.


� Shift in immigration from traditional areas to coming from Cuba, Dominican Republic, Mexico; India, Korea, Philippines, Taiwan. 


� The counterculture movement is converted to a popular Broadway play.


� Riots in over 100 cities


� During the Bush term of 2000-2008, the TARP crisis occurred. There is a series of tax cuts; budget surplus of the 1990s is gone; there is a recession (dot-com bubble); record debt begins. 
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
